Lawyers Oppose Changes to Trial Procedures

Majority verdicts and deposition hearing changes
make substantial changes

A delegation of defence lawyers has failed t
convince Justice Minister Simon Power to sto
changes to how trials are conducted.

Parliament last year passed law changes that co
into effect today. Under the new law written evidenc
is to be used in depositions hearings to avo
witnesses having to give evidence twice.

The bill also allows 11-1 jury verdicts instead of th
current unanimous requirement.

John Haigh QC led a delegation of defence lawye
in a bid to get Mr Power to put on hold the changes
deposition evidence.

He said the oral process was good for both tt
defence and prosecution.

"(In-court depositions) acted as a vetting agency.
methodology of saying "how strong is this case? Ho
strong is our witness',” he told Radio New Zealand.

"Reform is coming in the criminal justice
area. For victims, witnesses and others what
we need to see is a criminal justice system
that's delivering in a timely way to their needs
rather than to the needs of those who have
historically been institutionally involved with
the process."

In two years time the Solicitor-General would
review the law to ensure it was working.

Other changes in the bill changed the law on
double jeopardy to allow retrials in some
cases and it allowed methamphetamine trials
to be heard in district courts instead of only in
high courts.

Mr Power said the Justice Ministry had looked at th
lawyers' concerns and not all were borne out.

He said lawyers were able to apply for oral hearing
of evidence where it would be useful. "In the evel
there was a controversial matter that needed to
tested before start of trial, counsel could ask for t
court to hear it orally."

The changes would make a faster more effecti
justice system. "The situation was that delays wou
be reduced, in fact halved... costs would also
halved at the point of committal.”

The changes would also benefit victims. "With th
removal of depositions at an oral level of course wh
you are not doing is putting the victims of crimg
through the process twice.

"l think that's often forgotten when lawyers and thos
that are institutionally involved in the process ar
discussing these sorts of issues.”

Mr Power said allowing 11-1 or 10-1 verdicts in
criminal trials would reduce the number of retrials.

RE: LEGAL ASSISTANCE AT SPRING HILL
CORRECTIONS FACILITY

| am not entirely aware as to whether the
Waikato Bay of Plenty Branch of the Law Society
is cognizant of the size of the population at the
recently instituted Spring Hill Corrections Facility.
By mid 2010 the population will be 1100 person.
Many of these people have diverse criminal,
administrative, immigration and domestic law
problems and do not have access to legal
facilities or general assistance from counsel.

At Auckland Regional Prison, the Auckland
District Law Society has a voluntary roster
whereby every fortnight one member of the
Society provides two hours to provide counsel to
inmates to assist with their enquiries and
concerns.

Is it possible that the Waikato Bay of Plenty
Branch would consider a similar scheme to be
operated at Spring Hill Corrections Facility?

It would also be very helpful if a comprehensive
listing of practicing members and their preferred
fields could be provided to the SHCF library so
that inmates could make contact as prospective
clients and engage their services as their needs
arise.

As a Librarian at the institution’s library, | would
greatly appreciate the Society’s input to assist
inmates who are not familiar with practicing
counsel in the region and have need of services.
